Subject Site:
The subject property is 3.35 acres on the west side of Wadsworth Road just north of the

intersection of Wadsworth Road and Sturbridge Drive. The site is occupied by an
approximately 3,000 sqft one story building and an accessory parking lot.

Project Introduction:

The applicant requests rezoning the property from R-2, Medium Density Residential to
C-S Commercial Service. In 1998, 2000 and 2002, the applicant’s husband was granted a
Conditional Zoning Certificate for an office development at the property. The project
was not implemented and the approvals expired. The applicant wishes to sell the
property and believes the C-S zoning district is more appropriate for this property than
the current R-2 zoning.

Present Zoning:
The subject property is presently zoned R-2 Medium Density Urban Residential. The

permitted uses include single-family detached dwellings. The conditionally permitted
uses include two-family dwellings, group homes, schools, churches, etc. Commercial
and office uses are not permitted in the R-2 zoning district.
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Proposed Zoning:

The applicant proposes rezoning the subject property to C-S Commercial Service. The
permitted uses include general office and personal/professional service uses and is
designed to be a limited intensity commercial zoning district. The conditionally
permitted uses include churches, child daycare centers, hospital, schools, conference

centers, etc.

The applicant provides discussion points which they believe support the request to rezone
from R-2 to C-S. The applicants supporting arguments include the following highlights:

e The Planning Commission approved a Conditional Zoning Certificate for a
professional/medical office development plan in the past.

e No residential developers have inquired about the property while it has been for
sale.

e (-S zoning uses would benefit the surrounding residential neighborhoods by
potentially providing more convenient offices uses nearby and possibly reducing
trips to other parts of the City where such uses already exist.

e The concern about spot zoning is minimized due to the size of the property and
the greater potential for buffering from adjacent residential areas/uses.

e Professional/medical office uses will not negatively impact the surrounding
residential uses.

2007 City of Medina Comprehensive Plan Update — Future Land Use Map:

The Future Land Use map in the Comprehensive Plan Update is a visual guide to future
municipal planning and land use within the city. The map currently designates the subject
property ‘Residential High Density’ as part of a specific area of the same designation to
the north and south along Wadsworth Road.

Staff Comment:
In evaluating the proposed rezoning, the following items must be considered:

e Consistency with the 2007 City of Medina Comprehensive Plan Update — Future
Land Use Map

e Consider all possible permitted and conditionally permitted uses in the proposed
zoning district.

e Intrusion of commercial development and change of neighborhood land use
character

The City’s 2007 Comprehensive Plan Update designates the subject property as
‘Residential High Density’, which is consistent with the multi-family development
patterns on neighboring properties to the north and south along Wadsworth Road. The
future land use map designation represents the community’s wishes that the subject
property be consistent in land use and development intensity with the surrounding
existing residential multi-family developments.

To be consistent with the Future Land Use Map designation, the more appropriate zoning
district for the subject property would be the R-4 Multi-Family Residential district.
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Although the permitted uses in the C-S district are limited, the conditionally permitted
uses in the C-S district provide for a wider range of high intensity land uses (such as
churches, child daycare centers, hospitals, schools, conference centers, etc.) that can have
a greater potential for negative impacts on the surrounding residential land uses.

The surrounding neighborhood is a mix of single family detached housing, low scale
townhouse style multi-family developments and a fire station. The nearest commercially
zoned and developed areas are about a mile to the west along Sturbridge Drive at S.
Court Street. and north along Wadsworth road at Lafayette Road.

Locating a low scale limited use commercial zoning district, such as the C-S District,
would be less intensive than the more intensive commercial zoning districts such as the
C-1, C-2, or C-3 districts, but the C-S zoning district would be the only commercially
zoned property in the immediate and surrounding neighborhood.

Recommendation:
Staff does not recommend rezoning the subject property from R-2 Medium Density
Urban Residential to C-S Commercial Service because of the following reasons:

1. The C-S district is not consistent with the 2007 City of Medina Comprehensive
Update - Future Land Use Map designation of ‘Residential High Density’.

2. The C-S district would be the only commercially zoned parcel in the immediate
and wider vicinity and the range of permitted and conditionally permitted uses
have greater potential for negative impacts on the surrounding residential land
uses and is not appropriate in this location.
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NARRATIVE IN SUPPORT OF THE APPLICATION FOR
THE CODE/MAP AMENDMENT OF ELAINE JONES FOR
1011 WADSWORTH RD., MEDINA, OH 44256

INTRODUCTION

This narrative is submitted in support of the application of Elaine Jones
(Applicant) for a code/map amendment for the property located at 1011 Wadsworth Rd.,
Medina, OH 44256. The application is requesting that the code/map be amended to
change the subject real estate from an R-2 zoning district to a C-S zoning district. When
considering the totality of the circumstances, Applicant’s request appears reasonable

and zoning should be changed from an R-2 zoning district to a C-S zoning district.

HISTORY OF THE SUBJECT REAL ESTATE

Applicant and her husband purchased the property in 1999 from a church
organization. The property was being operated as a church when Applicant and her
husband purchased the property. The church stopped operations prior to Applicant and
her husband’s purchase of the property. Applicant and her husband leased the property
to Harbor Learning Center, which operated a child/day care facility. Applicant and her
husband purchased the property because Applicant’s husband had visions of the
property providing for their retirement. Applicant’s husband was the driving force
behind the purchase and the use.

Harbor Learning Center left the property after the lease was not renewed, as
there was unpaid rent and damage to the property. Harbor Learning Center vacated the

property in 2012. The property has been vacant ever since.
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Applicant’s husband had visions of expansion to the property. In the early 2000s,
Applicant’s husband obtained a conditional zoning certificate that permitted a medical
and other office use. Applicant’s husband also received authorization to construct an
additional office structure on the property. Applicant’s husband passed away in 2007
and the project halted. Applicant could not continue with the plan on her own because
of inadequate funding. Applicant has been maintaining the property since her husband’s
death.

The property has been on the market ever since Harbor Learning Center vacated
the property. There were also attempts to lease the property since Harbor Learning
Center vacated the property. A church was interested in leasing the real estate, but that
transaction fell through after said church decided it pursue a larger building. Two
doctors were also interested in the property, one was a general practice physician and
the other was interested in opening an urgent care center. The transactions fell through
because, upon information and belief, they could not get approval for the use. Montville
Police desired to also lease the property to use it as an annex to their police station.
Upon information and belief, Montville Police were denied approval for their use.

Other businesses that have shown interest include a yoga studio, karate studio,
church organ repair facility and grocery store, among others. No residential real estate
developers have shown any interest in the real estate since Applicant and her husband
purchased the property. The property is currently vacant.

Applicant has spent approximately $40,000 in repairs on the property. Repairs
include, floor and tile repairs, interior painting, exterior painting, ceiling tile
replacement, new hot water tank, air conditioning repairs, landscaping, land clearing,

new doors, and cleaning, among other things. W BEET ™V
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NARRATIVE IN SUPPORT OF AMENDMENT

C-S Status Will Allow a Beneficial and Diverse Use of the Property for the Benefit of the
Local Residents.

An amendment will help expand services and facilities of the City, for the
residents in the immediate vicinity of the property, and will provide broader and diverse
access to needed/desired services.

The property is not located in the busiest commercial spots in the city. The
Square, Route 42 north of the Square, and Route 18 east of the Square are almost always
congested with traffic, regardless of the time of day. Changing the zoning of the property
to C-S could allow local residents to avoid the congestion of the main city streets to
obtain urgent medical care or receive professional advice (e.g. legal, financial, taxes,
accounting, etc.).

Upon information and belief, most professional and medical services are
currently located in the most congested parts of the City. The amendment could provide
for quicker and easier access to desired professional and/or medical services to the

residents in the immediate area without having to travel to busier areas of the city.

The Property is Ample for C-S Zoned Permitted Uses.

The property as it currently sits is adequate for professional and or medical use.
There would not be substantial change required to carry out the desired use. Many
improvements have been made to the existing structure over the years. A new roof was
installed in 2013. A new wéter heater was installed in 2012. The air conditioning was
repaired and improvement in 2011. In other words, the structure has been well

maintained and is sufficient for immediate utilization.
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There would be no need to change any utility services already provided. The
plumbing is adequate for a medical office or other professional service. There is a sink in
almost every room. The plumbing was redone immediately after Applicant and her
husband purchased the property, prior to Harbor Learning Center leasing the building,
The current structure has four bathrooms, one male, one female, and two unisex
bathrooms.

Neighboring properties would not be substantially harmed. The property is large
and there is sﬁbstantia} space between the current structure and adjoining properties.
Also, there is substantial tree and nature growth near the property line that creates a
natural barrier between the property and adjoining properties. Photographs attached to
this narrative show the size of the property and the nature growth that acts as a barrier
between the subject pro;«erty and adjoining property.

Route 57 is a main road that provides an easily accessible route between Medina
and Wadsworth. The road already carries a significant traffic load, and alterations to the
road would not be required. The property already provides a sufficient driveway and
access to Route 57. Considering the nature of the services the property is conducive to, it

is doubtful that additional traffic, if any, would significantly impact the area.

The Planning Commission Previously Permitted Professional, Insurance, Real Estate,

and Medical Services to be Operated on the Property.

Although Applicant and her husband did not follow through with the use
permitted by a previously granted conditional zoning certificate, the Planning
Commission previously permitted professional, medical, and other office use on the

property. The property was previously granted a conditional zoning certificate that

----------------



allowed professional and/or medical office use. The certificate expired because
Applicant’s husband passed away prior to the use commencing and Applicant did not
have resources to complete the project to comply with the conditional zoning certificate.
Applicant’s husband was the driving force behind purchasing the property. Applicant is
not in a position to develop the property as currently zoned, and individuals who have
been interested in purchasing the property have not gone through with a purchase or
lease because the current zoning does not permit said uses. Had there been any interest
in residential -development, Applicant would have certainly proceeded.-HHowever, there
has never been any interest in residential development since the time Applicant and her
husband purchased the property in 1999.

Although spot zoning is a concern, the pros of the amendment outweigh the spot
zoning conceti.. The C-S zoning is for limited business use, and the curicat structure is
adequate for professional offices, medicals offices, nonprofit organizations, and limited
business activities. The types of businesses that have shown interest are not nuisances

or will not create a distraction to surrounding property owners.

The Current Zoning is an Unreasonable Hardship on Applicant and the Property

Remains Vacant.

The current zoning is creating an unreasonable hardship on Applicant. Applicant
estimates that it is costing her approximately $25,000 per year to maintain the
property. This cost includes utilities, mortgage, insurance, taxes, landscaping, lawn
maintenance and snow removal. Applicant is not in a position financially to develop the

property in a way that complied with the current zoning.
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Leaving the property vacant is a detriment to the goal of developing and
rehabilitating the evolving needs of the City. There has been no interest in residential
development of the property. The property sits vacant, and creates more of an eyesore
rather than a pleasing visual. The amendment will give professional and/or medical
service businesses the opportunity to provide convenient access to the local residents
without the need to go to the most congested areas of the City. Allowing commercial use
could create an environment for a close knit community to promote small business. It
could provide easy access to medical services, lawyers, accountants or other professional
services. This could potentially help promote small business growth.

An amendment may actually have the effect of reducing the negative impact of a
vacant property and make the property more visually pleasing. The property has been
vandaii.ed multiple times as a result of it being vacant. A Pruiessional and medical
offices generally do not have a substantial traffic flow throughout the day. Medical
services generally book patients in half-hour to one-blocks. Professional services such as
lawyers and accountants do not have a constant flow of traffic either.

The property as it currently sits vacant is a safety hazard. Trucks and cars have
been illegally parked on the property. People have trespassed on the property and

created a nuisance. The gutters have been vandalized.

The Property is not Historical and Natural Resources Will Not Be Affected.

The property is not a historical property and does not contain a historical
structure. The immediate area of Route 57 is not historical. There is no concern that

Medina’s historical property and structures will be diminished as a result of an

amendment. E @ E E W
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There would be a nominal impact on the natural resources. Traffic activity would
nominally increase. Route 57 is a main highway that already has significant use. The
amendment could provide mostly for commuters already passing through.

An amendment would not affect the natural resources already on the property.
There is no need to remove or harm any resources already on the property. A detention
basin was installed in the property approximately 10 years ago. The purpose of the basin
was to control flooding on both the subject property and adjoining properties. The basin
drains into the City’s sewer system, thereby avoiding unnatural accumulating of water

on the subject property and adjoining properties.

CONCLUSION

Although the property at issue is located in a mwstly residential zoned part of the
city, the pros of amending the zoning to C-S appear to outweigh the cons. The property
in its current condition is adequate for professional or medical use, the property is large
enough to permit said services without a significant disturbance to adjoining
landowners, the entrance to the property is located on a main highway of the city, the
desired use was previously granted via a conditional zoning certificate, there has been
no interest in developing the property in compliance with the current zoning, and the
owner is not in a position to develop/use the property as currently zoned, among other
things. As such, Applicant’s request appears reasonable and the the zoning for the

subject real estate should be changed from R-2 to C-S.

During that time, there were sixteen prospective buyers who viewed this property.
Their ideas for this property included a Yoga/Fitness Center (not a permitted zoning
use), the Society for Handicapped Citizens to use as a training/special workshop
center (not a permitted use), a Convenience or Drive Through store (not a
permitted use), several start-up churches (building too big for the size of the:
congregations, énd larger churches need more land, more space, etc., for the way
churches serve their congregations in a multi service application today), one pre-
school (could not get financing — Bﬁilding occupancy numbers too low for the
venture to be profitable), Professional Office Condos (not a permitted use), Medical
Office corl‘ldos (also not a permitted use). Although most potential buyers had very

interesting ideas, none were able to proceed.

At the end of a year of fruitless marketing, the listing was released. It is my
professional opinion, that until such time as the zoning is modified to suit the more

varied present day uses of this property, it is virtually unsalable.
